It is never too early to begin delivering an antidrug message to your children. Below is some information that may help
you approach the subject with your kids.

Age Appropriate Guide to Talking with Your Children about Substances

Ages 5-8
A child this age usually shows increasing interest in the world outside the family and home. Now is the time to begin to
explain what alcohol, tobacco, and drugs are, that some people use them even though they are harmful, and the
consequences of using them. Discuss how anything you put in your body that is not food can be extremely harmful. How
drugs interfere with the way our bodies work and can make a person very sick or even cause them to die. (Most children
of this age have had real-life experiences with a death of a relative or the relative of someone at school.) Explain the
idea of addiction — that drug use can become a very bad habit that is hard to stop. Praise your children for taking good
care of their bodies and avoiding things that might harm them.
By the time your children are in third grade, they should understand:
e how foods, poisons, medicines, and illegal drugs differ;
e how medicines prescribed by a doctor and administered by a responsible adult may help
during illness but can be harmful if misused, so children need to stay away from any unknown substance or
container;

e why adults may drink but children may not, even in small amounts — it's harmful to
e children's developing brains and bodies
